Guidelines for converting ClaimMaster to 2010

1. Choose settings / change system defaults and down arrow the "new system version" to SET11. No other changes are necessary in the claimmaster system.

2. In lytec, be sure to set the NPIs correctly for group and individual. The provider tab now determines whether the insurance claims will be submitted as group or individual.   

3. For Atypical Medicaid providers, be sure to enter the provider's Medicaid ID as legacy 1 and type 1D via the provider's tab. You will also need to enter the practice's Medicaid ID as legacy 1 and type 1D, via the practice tab. You also need to set the locator code. You can use the same rules as before, but if you had used the facility's insurance ID 2, you would now use the facility's legacy ID 2 with a type of LU. 

4. If you have a clinic practice and are not supposed to send the actual provider, you will need to enter the practice's Medicaid ID as legacy 1 and type 1D via the provider's tab. You will also need to enter the practice's Medicaid ID as legacy 1 and type 1D, via the practice tab. This is a very unusual setup. 

5. If you send claims for an optician to Medicaid, you need to indicate it is an optician by putting OP in the insurance code's submitter ID. (Opticians must be in a group.)  
6. If you used to fill in the facility insurance ID code 1 for HHC Agency, you will need to now fill in the legacy ID code 1. Do not worry about the corresponding type as claimmaster will not use that type at this time. 
7. If you need to send a supervisor, just fill in the supervisor on the bill. It will come through claimmaster.  You can remove insurance custom field 2's SUPV code. 
8. Be sure to fill in the tax id or social security code on the practice and provider. It will use the one you set.  

9. Change the default location of the input file using Change insurance practice values – Lytec Data dir value. (Some people don't use file / select billing file, so they wont need this change.) It is a change for every config.
